3. PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

density expanded polystyrene with a liquid waterproof 
membrane coating.

When a waterproofing 
membrane is required, use HYDRO BAN.

• Do not expose unprotected HYDRO BAN Preformed 
Curb Overlay to sun or weather for more than 30 days.

• Do not expose to rubber solvents or ketones.
• Must be covered with ceramic tile, stone, finish. Use 

protection board for temporary cover prior to finishing.
• Note: Surfaces must be structurally sound, stable and 

rigid enough to support ceramic/stone tile, thin brick 
and similar finishes. Substrate deflection under all live, 
dead and impact loads, including concentrated loads, 
must not exceed L/360 for thin bed ceramic tile/brick 
installations or L/480 for thin bed stone installations 
and L/600 for all exterior veneer applications where 
L=span length.

Cautions
• Consult SDS for more safety information.
• During cold weather, protect finished work from traffic 

until fully cured.
• For white and light-colored marbles, use a white latex 

portland cement thin-set mortar.
• For green and moisture sensitive marble, 

agglomerates and resin backed tile and stone use 
LATAPOXY® 300 Adhesive (refer to DS 633.0).

• If the waterproof coating on the HYDRO BAN® 
Preformed Curb Overlay is punctured during 
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installation or from job site construction activity re-coat 
the punctured area and 2"

• (50 mm) around the area with two coats of HYDRO 
BAN, follow DS 663.0 or DS 663.5 for full instructions.

5. INSTALLATION
• Preparatory Work
o Ensure that walls are square and plumb for proper fit 

of curb overlay. 
o Structure under curb overlay must be clean and level. 

Make sure nails are counter sunk and do not protrude 
into curb overlay. 

o Test fit curb overlay to make certain it fits over 2" x 4" 
(50 x 100 mm) structure properly and sits flush and 
level with floor. 

o If the curb overlay needs to be site adjusted to fit the 
shower and 2" x 4" (50 x 100 mm) structure use a 
circular saw or utility knife to cut the curb overlay to 
the proper shower dimensions. 

o Dry fit the curb overlay to make certain it properly fits 
over the 2" x 4" (50 x 100 mm) structure and sits flush 
and level with the floor. 

Installation (See Detail ES-WP 312)
o Note: in traditional mud bed shower installations the 

HYDRO BAN Preformed Curb Overlay should be 
installed before installation of mortar bed and after 
installation of primary pan liner. In shower installations 
using a topically applied waterproofing membrane 
which eliminates the pre-slope and primary shower 
pan liner the HYDRO BAN Preformed Curb Overlay 
should be installed prior to the mortar bed.

o Coat inside of HYDRO BAN Preformed Curb Overlay 
with a polymer fortified thin-set mortar and place over 
pan liner or 2" x 4" (50 x 100 mm) construction.

o Ensure that HYDRO BAN Preformed Curb Overlay is 
set firmly against curb structure.

o After leveling HYDRO BAN Preformed Curb Overlay, 
secure with large headed fastener on outside of curb 
structure. Do not compromise inside of curb structure 
with fasteners.

o Apply two coats of HYDRO BAN (follow instructions in 
HYDRO BAN DS 663.0 and 663.5) where HYDRO 
BAN Preformed Curb Overlay meets the wall/jamb 
and shower pan interface.
